OUR SCHOOL S 
Issue #6 is a continuing operating levy 
that will be placed before the voters on 
the May 8th primary election ballot.  
Our city schools have been placed in 
Fiscal Caution by the Ohio Department 
of Education this fiscal year. State take-
over will follow within a couple of 
years unless expenditures are reduced 
and the levy is passed. A representative 
for the schools hoped to be present at 
one of our SWAN events. However, we 
have no community wide event before 
the primary except Meet the Candidates 
on April 18. Someone will be there. As 
editor of the SWAN newsletter, I have 
agreed to share information that the 
schools are making available. 
 
Q: What is the Distr ict doing to save 
money? 
A: We have cut $1 million every two 
years since 2001. The District is going 
to make substantial cuts regardless of 
the outcome of the May 8th levy, but 
passage of the levy will prevent even 
further reductions in personnel vital to 
the learning environment.  The District 
has a proven track record of being fis-
cally responsible.  We have had good 
audits and the District has always lived 
within its means.  The Canton City 
School District reduced 239 staff mem-
bers since 2003. 
 
Q: Can’ t the Distr ict use layoffs and 
cut the fat out of the budget? 

A: Despite the outcome on May 8, the 
District will be forced to make substan-
tial budget reductions this spring that 
will include staff layoffs.  Further lay-
offs will have a direct and negative 
impact on not only our students learn-
ing, but also on the City’s local econ-
omy.  Canton City Schools is one of the 
area’s largest employers, providing 
today’s children with the education 
they need to attract more jobs to Can-
ton. In fact, the school district has been 
responsible with the funding it gets and 
has produced increasingly positive re-
sults. 
 
Q: What will happen if the levy does 
not pass? 
A: The District will be one step closer 
to state takeover. The fact is that the 
state Supreme Court has ruled the fund-
ing mechanism unconstitutional four 
times and the state legislature has re-
peatedly failed to take action.  Do you 
want Columbus making decisions that 
affect our kids and our city? 
 
Q: When will the tax be collected? 
A: The property tax will become effec-
tive January 1, 2007.  Collections from 
the tax will begin on January 1, 2008. 
 
Q: What will the money from the 
levy be used for? 
A: The funds provided by the operating 
levy will enable the District to continue 
its progress in improving student 
achievement. No new programming 
will be added.  Operating levies pay for 
things like teachers, programs, sup-
plies, bus transportation and other vital 
resources. 
 
Q “ How much will it cost?”  Based on 
a $50,000 home, the taxes would in-
crease by $10.21 per month.
