J OH N SAXTON account 
from the H I STORY OF STARK 
COUNTY,1881, Chapter  11) 

“The fol lowing general  history of the 
Canton press was prepared by one in 
the business for  many years, and may 
be accepted as accurate. . . 

“ The Cant on  Reposi t or y w as t he 
f i r st  new spaper  i n  Can t on  or  
St ar k  Coun t y , and one of the fi rst  
five or  six in Ohio, the fi rst  number of 
which was pr inted March 30, 1815, by 
John Saxton. The paper  is st i l l  in ex-
istence as the Canton Reposi tory, and 
unt i l  1871, the t ime of his death, the 
or iginal  propr ietor  was connected 
with the paper  in the capaci ty of 
owner or  edi tor . The fi les of the Re-
posi tory have been careful ly pre-
served. The veteran edi tor , in his in-
augural  sheet , pledges that  ‘t ruth 
shall  be his guide, the publ ic good his 
aim. . .“I n 1871, the Reposi tory . . . 
was consolidated with the Republ ican, 
publ ished by Josiah Harzell . . . .I n 
February, 1878, a daily edi t ion of the 
Reposi tory was begun and is st i l l  con-
t inued. I t  is the only dai ly in Stark-
County, and is an almost  indispensa-
ble medium of intel l igence to the peo-
ple of Canton. . . . 

“J ohn  Saxt on , as t he p i oneer  
pr i n t er  and ed i t or  of  Can t on , a 
r esi den t  of  t h i s ci t y  for  f i f t y -si x 
year s, a good ci t izen and a Chr ist ian 
man, has been so closely ident i fied 
with the progress of the town, that 
more than a passing not ice is due his 
memory. He was born at  Hunt ingdon, 
Penn., on the 28th of September, 
1792, and was the eldest  of a large 
fami ly. I t  is wel l  known that in Apr i l , 
1815, he star ted the Ohio Reposi tory 
on which he labored without  interrup-

t ion for  fi fty-six consecut ive years. . . 
I t  i s bel i eved t hat  not  anot her  
man i n  t he Un i t ed St at es has la-
bor ed so long at  one p lace on  one 
new spaper . . . . .His select ions were 
always useful , always interest ing, 
always inculcat ing pure pr inciples.  
Nothing l icent ious or  unclean ever 
found a place in his columns. . . . . 

I n mat ters of rel igion, he was a de-
vout  Presbyter ian. I n the winter  of 
1833-34, he uni ted with the church 
then under  the pastoral  care of the 
Rev. T. M. Hopkins. He at  once be-
came an act ive, zealous laborer  in the 
case of his divine Master . There was 
no hal f way work about  him. No looks 
of solemn sourness, and mere Sunday 
per formance. His was a cheer ful, 
happy, conscient ious, loving, per form-
ance of rel igious duty. H e w as a 
Chr i st i an  al l  over , i n  dai l y  w or k , 
i n  hear t  and i n  pur se.  I t was not a 
rel igion of const raint , but  of freedom. 
He chose the t rue and r ight way be-
